                                  COMPETITION  PROPOSITIONS

18th Summer Festival Bajina Basta 2008.
· Festival participants registered for the competitions in mini-football, volleyball, basketball and traditional triathlon are divided into two age categories – up to 35 and over 35  (category proof: ID card, passport, or other personal document).

· Considering the health-preserving reasons before all, one participant may apply for the competition in his or her own category in one sports game only (mini football, volleyball, basketball). That does not limit his or her participation in other competition programs.

· Team sports and sporting games ( mini-football, basketball, volleyball)  competitions will be held according to the coup-system, with consolation groups.

COMPETITIVE PROGRAM

(Competition in urban sport facilities)
MINI FOOTBALL (Men) - up to 35 and over 35  
Sports fields are of standard measurements. 

2 x 15 minutes (semi-finals and finals 2 x 20 min.); 6 players (5 + goalkeeper) unlimited number of changes among the players listed in a team; out and corner by foot shooting. 

In case of a tie (even score), penalty kicks will be performed in series of 5, each team, in turns.

If the match is tied still, penal kicks will be shooted one by one, in turns, until the victory is scored.

VOLLEYBALL (Mixed)

The match lasts until one team wins two sets; 6 players are in play (with min. 1 player of the opposite sex), with unlimited number of changes among the players listed for the team. Spikes off the net are allowed. The change of places is not obligatory.

BASKETBALL/STREETBALL (Men & Women) - up to 35 and over 35  
3 players are in play with possibility non-limited number of changes among the players listed in a team. The winner is a team that scores 21 points first. 

TABLE TENNIS (Mixed)

3 members by a team (one of the opposite sex obligatory). Coup-system, two sets won win a match. Participants bring along their own rackets and balls.

SHOOTING (Mixed)

Team consists of 4 contestants (one of the opposite sex min.). Shooting is from a standard air-rifle without support. Shooting is in 4 series of 5 diabolos with three test shots. Team placement is set by summing up the rings of all team members. Participants bring their own rifles. Diabols are provided by organizer.

CHESS (Men)

Team consists of four players. Coup-system with a tempo of 30 + 30 minutes. Each team brings along min. 2 sets and two clocks. In case of a tie, the winner is decided by the better outcome on the first, second, and/or third chessboard.

DART (Men and Women)

Team contest. Team consists of five players. Three test arrows are thrown, and 10 for the score, from the distance of 3 meters. The sum of team members‘ scores makes a team score, and the placement.

BADMINTON (Mixed)

Coup-system competition, mixed pairs.

A set lasts until the 15th point is scored. In case of a set with a score tied to 13:13, the set continues for additional 5 points; a set of 14:14 continues for additional 3 points, so that the winning pair gets to be the first pair that scores 18, i.e. 17 points. Services are performed in turns by both players of a pair, first right, then left until change, i.e. service lost.

Team consists of 3 players. General standing is achieved by collecting standings of each discipline (rock-throwing from the shoulder, standing jump, jumping over haystack).

TUG-OF-WAR (Men and Woman)

Team consists of 8 contestants – Men i.e. 6 contestants - Woman. Coup-system. The winner is the team that pulls over the rival team twice.
